Aromas of white fruits, citrus, tropical fruits, and light floral notes. The palate is exquisite, complex  
and full of flavor, with good acidity and notes of lime and pineapple 
 
Moscato, “Rose Petal,” Bello Boy, Italy           ~/24 
Celebrity chef/designer Jaime Laurita, a Chicago-resident and brother of “Real Housewives of New Jersey”  
star Caroline Manzo, teams up with The Rose Ring Group for this mildly sweet rose petal-infused Moscato  
 

White Wines 
Chardonnay, Hidden Crush, Central Valley, California        7/21 
Aromas of lime, lemon blossom, green apple, pineapple and white peach. Fresh fruit flavors, rich viscosity,  
refreshing crisp acidity and lovely lingering flavors 
 
Chardonnay, Sanford, Santa Rita Hills, California        14/42 
Hand-harvested, barrel-fermented wine shows intriguing aromas of citrus, pineapple, and toasted hazelnut.   
Bright fruit with complex floral characters and minerality  
 
Riesling, Heinz Eifel “Shine,” Mosel and Rheinhessen, Germany      7/21 
Slightly sweet, with bright, crisp flavors of green apple, pear and peach 
 
Pinot Grigio, Il Conti, Italy           7/21 
Flavors of citrus and melons with notes of fresh herbs   
 
Sauvignon Blanc, Oyster Bay, Marlborough, New Zealand       8/24 
Zesty and aromatic, concentrated tropical and gooseberry flavors, abundant bouquet 
 
Chenin Blanc-Viognier, Pepi, Clarksburg and Central Valley, California     9/27 
The Chenin Blanc supplies the backbone for the wine and displays sweet honeysuckle notes, while  
the Viognier allows for spicy expressions of peach and other fruit nectars 
 
Rose, Charles & Charles, Columbia Valley, Washington       7/21 
Blend: Syrah (81%) Mourvedre (16%), Cinsault (2%) and Grenache (1%). Aromas of wild strawberry, rose,  
cherry, subtle hibiscus and a touch of citrus, with underlying dried herb, crushed gravel and mineral tones 
 

Red Wines  
Red Blend, Bodegas Atalaya, Laya, Almansa Old Vines, Almansa, Spain      8/24 
70% Garnacha Tintorera and 30% Monastrell sourced from vines that are planted 2,500 feet above sea level.  
Notes of leather, earth, black cherry, smoke, cocoa and spice with chewy, taut dark berry flavors 14.5% 
 
Pinot Noir, Hess Select, The Hess Collection, Central Coast, California      11/33 
Aromas of rich red fruit with blueberries and hints of vanilla. Raspberries and a touch of earthiness are  
balanced with soft tannins and a supple finish 
 
Pinot Noir, Canyon Road Winery, California         7/21 
Rich, fruit forward cherry flavors, soft tannins, a medium body and a smooth velvety finish 
 
Red Blend, Concha y Toro Casillero del Diablo Reserva, Winemaker’s Blend, Rapel Valley, Chile  6/18 
60% Syrah, 25% Carménère and 15% Cabernet Sauvignon. Flavors of ripe black fruit, plum and black cherry  
upfront, dark chocolate notes in the midpalate, finish is balanced by mild tannins with hints of toast and spice 
 
Malbec, DiSeno, Old Vine, 2011, Mendoza, Argentina       8/24 
Deep purple in color with a crimson luster, the bouquet of violets and cherry blossom unfolds to a hint of  
tobacco. Explosive flavors of earthy blueberry and rich chocolate are robust with well-balanced acidity 
 
Cabernet Sauvignon, Ramsay, 2011, North Coast, California       9/27 
This unique red wine, which is made with fruit sourced from farmers throughout Napa Valley, shows notes  
of cassis, toasty vanilla, and hazelnuts
