Blanc de Blancs, Pierre Delize, Vin Mousseux, France        7/19 
Aromas of apple with a touch of lemon and slight whiff of baking bread; flavors of fresh sweet apples,  
unsweetened lemon-lime soda and a hint of freshly baked bread with a touch of butter 
 
WHITE WINES 
Chardonnay, Hidden Crush, Central Valley, California        7/21 
Aromas of lime, lemon blossom, green apple, pineapple and white peach. Fresh fruit flavors, rich viscosity,  
refreshing crisp acidity and lovely lingering flavors 
 
Chardonnay, Folie à Deux, 2012, Russian River Valley, Sonoma County, California,     10/30 
Complex aromas of warm shortbread, cinnamon, pear and melon; flavors of Fuji apple, tangerine, pineapple  
citrus with hints of vanilla in the finish 
 
Riesling, Heinz Eifel “Shine,” Mosel and Rheinhessen, Germany      7/21 
Slightly sweet, with bright, crisp flavors of green apple, pear and peach 
 
Pinot Grigio, Il Conti, Italy           7/21 
Flavors of citrus and melons with notes of fresh herbs   
 
Sauvignon Blanc, Oyster Bay, Marlborough, New Zealand       8/24 
Zesty and aromatic, concentrated tropical and gooseberry flavors, abundant bouquet 
 
White Blend, Vina Reboreda Ribeiro, 2011, Spain         8/24 
A blend of 40% Treixadura, 20% Godello, 20% Torrontes and 20% Palomino. This clean, crisp wine offers  
notes of green apple, lemon, lime, flowers, melon and grass 
 
Rose, Charles & Charles, Columbia Valley, Washington       7/21 
A blend of 81% Syrah, 16% Mourvedre, 2% Cinsault and 1% Grenache. Aromas of wild strawberry, rose,  
cherry, subtle hibiscus and a touch of citrus, with underlying dried herb, crushed gravel and mineral tones 
 
RED WINES  
Red Blend, Ventana, Rubystone Arroyo Seco, 2010, Monterey, California     9/27 
60% Grenache Noir and 40% Syrah Rhone-style blend with intense flavors of black cherry and candy apple 
 
Meritage, Estancia, Reserve Paso Robles, 2011, Paso Robles AVA, California     11/33 
A blend of 69% Cabernet Sauvignon, 21% Merlot and 10% Petit Verdot. Deep crimson color with aromas of  
mocha, black currant, cocoa and a mélange of baking spices. Velvety ripe fruit flavors elevated by notes of  
chocolate and French vanilla. Lengthy, elegant finish; 13.8% 
 
Red Blend, Bodegas Atalaya, Laya, Almansa Old Vines, Almansa, Spain      8/24 
70% Garnacha Tintorera and 30% Monastrell sourced from vines that are planted 2,500 feet above sea level.  
Notes of leather, earth, black cherry, smoke, cocoa and spice with chewy, taut dark berry flavor; 14.5% 
 
Pinot Noir, DeLoach Vineyards, Heritage Reserve, 2012, California       10/30 
Light ruby in color, with aromas of strawberry jam and a touch of mint; almost Beaujolais in style. Queen Anne 
cherries, pomegranate and cranberry are the primary flavors, with a hint of tobacco to round out the palate 
 
Rioja, Bodegas Martinez Corta, Cepas Antiguas Tempranillo, Seleccion Privada, 2011, Spain  8/24 
Young and fruit-forward aromas of black and red berries, with notes of baking spice and dusty earth.  
Medium-bodied, with flavors of blackberry and red currant, with touches of cinnamon and clove 
 
Malbec, Andeluna “1300,” 2012, Uco Valley, Mendoza, Argentina      8/24 
Aromas of diverse fruits and flowers, with notes of “dulce de leche,” vanilla and chocolate given by its ageing  
in oak barrels. Smooth attack in the mouth, typical of this variety. Balanced, full bodied with soft tannins; 14.5% 
 
Cabernet Sauvignon, Hidden Crush, 2012, Central Coast, California       9/27 
Intense aromas of cherry and black currant with layers of cedar, spice, coconut and vanilla. Medium-bodied  
with bright fruit flavors of red berries and spices. Lightly-balanced oak
